Investigation of Jail/ 8-13-07 Greenville County Detention Center.

I meet with Councilor Norris at about 4PM
We went to the old part of the jail to get in, we were refused entrance at that time, Ms Norris called Dorriety on her cell phone and he wanted to know why I drug her in this, but please drive around to the new jail and he would  her us there.

We arrived at the Administrator’s area, and Dorriety was all over Ms. Norris, falling at her feet, asking her if anything he could do for her. [image: image1.jpg]



We first went to the Kitchen, and to look at the food that was being prepared, a large portion of peas had fell out of a can and was under the railing.

I asked one of the cooks 30% complaintsif everyone received meat everyday, and before he could respond, Dorriety ran over and got about 2 in’s from my face and told me that I will not talk to any of his people, and if I didn’t comply with his orders he would march me out of there. He kept hollering for Ms. Norris and asking if she was going to allow this. At that time we all walked out into the hallway, again Dorriety jumped in my face like a school yard bully and told me that he didn’t work for me or the council and if I had a problem, then go see Kernell.
I then asked to see the canteen 50 % complaints, and we were told that it was closed for the day; I again asked to see the canteen, that I was sure they had a key; again we were denied access to the Canteen.

We went into one of the female pods and I was told that I was not allowed to talk to anyone, but then Mr. Dorriety asked Ms. Norris if she would like to sit with a group of
Inmates and talk to them. I asked about the five dollar charge50% states they are charged, but get no treatment and asked to see some of the printouts with just the $5 showing and how often, but I was told no one knew how to operate the computer. One girl walked up and tried to talk to me but was scolded and was told no.

All during this investigation, Dorriety walked with Ms. Norris and introduced her to all of the staff and inmates but completely ignored my presents. Dorriety had a Lt. Smith to stay by my side during the full investigation, to run interference when I wanted to see anything.

One of the major concerns from the inmates was no soap on the showers. 30%
In one of the men’s area, I found only 2 showers that had soap.The infirmary’s showers had no soap, mental ward had no soap in any of their showers, red pod also had no soap any any of there showers.
As a matter of fact out of the scores of showers I checked, only two had soap in them.
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
